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For years we've been attending 3D shoots, many of us honing our 
skills for bowhunting opportunity. A bowhunter doesn't usually get more 
than one shot at an animal, it is critical we make the right shot. So 
what is the correct shot? Let's take a look.

The pictures below show the kill zone of the Delta and McKenzie 3D 
targets.  While a sharp broadhead tipped arrow carrying sufficient 
kinetic energy and cutting power will be fatal if placed in the area 
shown, we want our shot to be the most efficient shot placement 
possible.

Scenario 1
The elk shot in the picture below was shot at 35 yards, uphill with a 
410 grain arrow using a G5 Striker broadhead. The picture shows 
the entry wound.  The exit hole on the opposite side is 
approximately 2 - 3 inches higher.  

Result: The elk moved 5 - 6 steps and bled heavily for 5 - 10 
minutes. We can assume at least 1 lung was hit.  This animal 
traveled over 2 miles before succumbing to the wound.  Other 
hunters agree, this is a well placed shot and have found a shot in 
that location will result in the animal succumbing in very short order.

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Scenario 3
The Bull elk was hit in a similar location to photo 1, tucked just 
behind the front leg. This animal went down within sight of the 
shooter. The shooter feels the shot was low. Upon dissection the
arrow penetrated the heart.  In this scenario, the animal was likely 
quartering away from the shooter.

A broad-side shot straight up 
the leg resulted in the animal 
dying within sight of the 
shooter and within 10 
seconds. The blood is 
noticeably oxygen rich 
indicating a good lung hit.

Dissecting the animal 
(Photo 4 - an antelope) 
and paying particular 
attention to the location 
of the leg bone we can 
see that a shot placed 
behind the leg will have 
a greater chance of 
penetrating the stomach 
and liver. A shot placed 
behind the leg, should 
be placed higher in the 
body to ensure lung 
penetration.

Photo 5 with the ribs cut 
away shows the relative 
location of the kill zone of 
the McKenzie and Delta 
deer targets super 
imposed on the anatomy.

Note the impact of a shot 
placed forward of the 3D 
kill zone.

Let's take one more look 
at the anatomy of the 
animal in a more live 
position. With the ribs 
removed, the photo 6 
below superimposes the 
organs and leg bone 
over the live antelope. 
Note a shot straight up 
the leg, half way up the 
body will provide the 
highest opportunity for 
success.

In summary, for broad side 
shots, observations suggest 
most people aim too far 
back. As stated earlier, a 
shot behind the leg will 
bring the animal down, 
however the quicker the kill, 
the better chance for 
recovery.  

Referring to the antelope 
image again, in the photo 7, 
the light line depicts the 
vitals while the vertical 
black line is used as a 
reference point off of the 
back of the leg. We can see 
there is a greater area of 
vitals located in front of the 
black reference line.

The elk taken in photo 
8 shows a shot taken 
behind the reference 
line established in 
photo 7. This elk 
traveled 500 yards 
before bedding down 
and when found 8 
hours later, was still 
alive. Elk are powerful 
animals, a single lung 
hit, will not guarantee 
recovery. Remember, if 
your shot is marginal, 
give the animal time.

Photographs 9, 10 & 11 show penetration locations above and in front of 
the leg. Each of these animals traveled very short distances, expired 
almost immediately and were quickly recovered.

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Next time if you are broad side to your animal, consider choosing a spot 
straight up the front leg and about 1/3-1/2 way up the chest and you more 
than likely will watch the critter go down if you hit it there. Remember, 3D 
is great and it will, make you a better shooter and give you the confidence 
you need to take on a live animal but don't always equate the "10" ring on 
a 3D target to the kill shot on a live animal. 

What about quartering away shots?  Many of us have been taught that we 
should aim for the "off-side" leg in a quartering away shot. However this 
shot location likely has us penetrating stomach and liver rather than heart 
lung. The animal will succumb but it will take longer. Perhaps a more 
appropriate site window is just behind the leg on the side you are looking?

The observations presented in this article does suggest a shot placement 
that is further forward than traditional teachings.  With the accuracy of 
today’s bows, this is something to consider.
